Campbell’s SIFE Hunger Challenge
Students in Free Enterprise joins Campbell to provide food aid to the needy 
In a letter to Students in Free Enterprise (SIFE) teams across the country, Denise Morrison, Campbell President-North America Soup, Sauces and Beverages and a member of the Board of Directors of SIFE, invited students to join Campbell and SIFE in the Let's Can Hunger Challenge. 

"We challenge you to create projects that generate awareness about hunger in the United States and provide hunger relief in your communities." 

Launched in February and running through July, the Hunger Challenge consists of three competitions: 

· Hunger Awareness Campaign: SIFE teams are asked to develop and execute marketing and public relations activities to raise local awareness of the significance of the hunger problem in the U.S. 

· Hunger Relief Competition: SIFE teams organize and conduct food drives. 

· Business Plan Contest: SIFE teams create a plan for the 2009-2010 SIFE program year to raise hunger awareness and provide relief in their communities. 

SIFE mobilizes students to create economic opportunities for others while discovering their own potential. 
Campbell became a SIFE sponsor in 1997. Each year, more than 50 Campbell employees serve as judges and recruiters at SIFE's national and regional competitions. Campbell sets up an information booth at these events and, as a result, 18 SIFE alumni currently work at the company. Campbell also provides financial support, and Campbell CEO Doug Conant will complete his two-year term as SIFE's chairman in October.  Doug is encouraging students to join Let's Can Hunger in a video on the program's Web site. "To better communicate the issue of hunger, we went into our communities and engaged hunger organizations," said Clif Brewer, Campbell Director-Creative Services and Multimedia, who led the video project. "By creating and capturing a dialogue between Campbell and community members, we produced a compelling video that we hope will inspire students to participate in the program." 

 Last year, Campbell invited SIFE students to support Stamp Out Hunger, the nation's largest single-day food drive. The winning project, created by SIFE students at Lorain County Community College in Elyria, Ohio, provided four bags of food and a full Thanksgiving dinner to 640 families. It also developed a “Fit to Be Hired” program that taught local residents job interview techniques and created a hunger banquet that engaged the community in a dialogue about hunger.

"This year, we put together a long-term business model around hunger," said Tim Toll Campbell's SIFE Task Force Leader. "Campbell has always done a great job nourishing the community. With this program, we can expand our reach by leveraging our partnership with SIFE, develop a sustainable platform and invest in our future leaders.  Our goal is to get 200 universities and 1,000 students involved this year and make a donation of one million pounds of food.  This is a fantastic program that could leave a legacy for SIFE universities for years to come and provide tremendous support and relief to folks in need." 

While Let's Can Hunger is being piloted in the United States, the intent is to extend it to several other countries next year.
